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Katja Farin  works in figurative painting depicting the interactions between the subconscious and 
reality. The relationship between figures is uncertain; the everyday life of sitting at coffee shops, 
wandering in backyard gardens, answering boring phone calls becomes the backdrop for the internal 
dialogue with the self that contemplates traumas, coping mechanisms, dreams and distortions. The 
works are dream spaces that allow the viewer to peek into the interior worlds of the figures, their 
relationships with the self and others. Bright colours, glowing hands and distorted bodies create the 
dysphoric space these androgynous figures embody.
